Ruth's Chris Steak House
to return to Salt Lake City
early next year

	 Ruth’s Chris Steak House is 
returning to Salt Lake City.
	 The upscale Florida-based 
dining establishment, with 
roughly 130 locations nationwide, 
has inked a franchise agreement 
with Mark Robbins. He was 
formerly general manager of the 
Ruth’s Chris on Pierpont Avenue 
in downtown Salt Lake City that 
abruptly closed its doors early this 
year when its owner encountered 
financial difficulties.
	 Robbins will resurrect 
Ruth’s Chris in Salt Lake City in 
approximately 9,000 square feet 
at 80 W. 300 S. Remodeling of 
the former Chase bank building 
should begin in about a month 
and the 250-seat eatery is slated 
to open in the first quarter of next 
year, Robbins said. Tom Stuart 
Construction is general contractor 
on the project. 
	 “We’re very excited to bring 
this product, that was extremely 
successful, back to Salt Lake,” 

said Robbins, who has silent 
partners in the venture. “The 
people really voted with their 
feet when it opened. The food is 
second to none and we feel that 
we will put together a team as 
great as we had and are excited to 
bring that experience back to the 
great city of Salt Lake. We know 
it’s something Salt Lake desires 
and cares about. We’re going to 
provide that again.”
	 A team of between 70 and 80 
will be hired to staff the eatery, 
which will be open from 5 until 10 
p.m. Monday through Thursday, 5 
until 11 p.m. Friday and Saturday 
and 5 until 9 p.m. Sunday.
	 Robbins said he was attracted

Target to anchor 210,000 
square foot SLC retail center

	 It’s official — Target will be 
the anchor tenant of a 210,000 
square foot shopping center at 
roughly 1120 S. 300 W., Salt Lake 
City, that has been in the works for 
two years. 
	 Although Target had been 
rumored to be the anchor for 
the 300 West Town Center for 
months, a deal was not inked until 
the final days of September, said 
Bill Mackiernan, vice president 
of leasing for Englewood, Colo.-
based Miller Weingarten Realty 
LLC, the center’s developer.
	 Target is buying 12 of the 
project’s 18 acres for its 137,000 
square foot store and associated 
parking, he said. While the store 
will carry some food items, it 

will not have a fully grocery 
department, as do SuperTargets, 
which generally measure about 
175,000 square feet.
	 Site work should begin in 
earnest in the next 30 days and 
walls will go up by May if not 
before, Mackiernan said. The store 
is slated to open in October 2010.
	 “This is one of a handful of 
stores that Target is going to open 
in 2010 across the country, so that 
was pretty encouraging for us,” he 
said. 
	 Target opens stores only twice 
a year — in July and October — 
and the development of the balance 
of the shopping center will key off 
the Target and depend on market 
conditions.	

	 MountainWest Capital
